Choices for tops: 

• Peter pan collar (plain) blouse in white 

• Pique polo shirt in white (long or short sleeve) or black (short sleeve)  

• Jersey knit crew neck cardigan sweater in white or navy 

 

Choices for bottoms: 

• 2 pleat jumper, navy or khaki 

• Kick pleat skirt in navy or khaki 

• Pleated skirt in heather gray 

• Flat-front, all season pant in khaki 

• Adjustable flat front pant in khaki or gray 

  

• Black/brown dress belt 

• White tights 

• White knee socks

Choices for tops: 

• Oxford shirt in white (long sleeve only)
